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The Department of European Languages and Cultures, formerly known as Undergraduate
Program in European Languages prior to 2012, was established in 2006 within the College of
Foreign Languages and Literatures at NCCU. Our department offers sections in three major

European languages: French, German, and Spanish. We maintain small class sizes to provide
personalized instruction, emphasizing comprehensive language training that includes listening, :
speaking, reading, writing, and translation skills. Additionally, our curriculum places a strong
emphasis on cultural awareness, literary proficiency, and a commitment to the humanities.

To cultivate European language professionals and attain an international vision in
Taiwan through an education devoted to European languages and cultures. The

education and academic research of European languages and cultures, and to
reinforce the integration of inter-departmental resources in the school.
