Guided by
a native speaker, students will gain firsthand experience in communicating in the
German language, as well as, deepen insight into the German culture. Students will
practice content-orientated dialogues for general communication alone, with study
partners or groups, and present them in class. Students will improve their ability to
talk about general topics, and practice exchanging information in standard German.
